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Summary
Students will learn about Jewish Emigrees Artists during the Weimar Period and then create mock video interviews on selected Emigrees. WWII is part of the 10th grade social studies curriculum. The Holocaust is one of the units within this topic. Our 10th grade English classes learn video interview techniques and will be supporting these lessons through researching and collecting information to create personal Emigree interviews. 
Goal

The students will learn that the European Jewish Emigrees contributed greatly to the creative fields of Visual Arts, Architecture, Music Composition, Literature, Film and Theatre.
Course Title: English 

Grade Level: 10th Honor
Time Required: 6-12 Instructional Periods

Preparation to take place in 10th grade World History classes:

Students will view Maps, Central Europe and History: Changing Borders (7:48), and Jewish Soldiers in the Austro-Hungarian Army (3:48) under documentary films and The Past is Another Country, the story of Leo Luster (Austria-Israel 23:49) in their social studies class. Teacher will provide worksheets. 
Summary of lesson plan for 10th grade English classes:

Day one

1. Teacher will pose the journal question, “What would you take with you if you had to leave your home suddenly and didn’t know if you would ever be returning?” Students will watch Erna Goldmann-From Frankfurt to Tel Aviv (Germany, Israel 15:35). Students will have 5 minutes to formulate and complete their answers. 

2. Students share their answers with the class (5-10 minutes).

3. Students will view Judit Kinsziy-Love on a Paper Airplane (Hungary 5:19) and Untold Styles (Interwar Hungarian Photographers 5:28) Discuss videos in class (10 minutes).

4. Students will learn interview techniques. Class will break into seven groups of five students each. Each group will be  given the names of three Jewish Emigrees from within the same creative category: Visual Artist (Otto Dix, Max Beckmann, George Grosz), Architect (Erich Mendelssohn, Arieh Sharon, Richard Neutra) Music Composer (Arnold Schonberg, Kurt Weil, Bertoit Brecht), Writer (Thomas Mann, Heinrich Mann, Stefan Zweig), Film Director (Billy Wilder, Fritz Lang, WF Murnau), Performer ( Peter Lorre,  Kurt Gerron) 
5. Students will spend time looking on the internet to decide which artist the group would like to choose. (15 min)
6. Homework assignment (5 min) Students research for homework and during the next two class periods (days two-three). Bring in research everyday to share with other group members. 
Days four and five
1. Students in each group will prepare 16 questions from the six levels of  

Bloom’s Taxonomy. (remember, understand, apply, analyze, evaluate, create). Teacher to determine how many from each level.
2. Questions will cover historical content, personal biographical information and artistic achievement.   

3. All students within each group will take part in all research and formulation of questions.
4. Students view Centropa video on video making.

5. Group will assign parts to each member-interviewer, interviewee,  

film/director, editor, written titles, sound, costumes, props
 Day 6 - finish of project     
1. Begin filming interview during weekend time, continue working during and after class.  
Screening days
1. View final videos in class. Graded on rubric by class.
