	Etl Levitina (nee Kantor) (1887-1960s): housewife, four sons and one daughter, son Mikholka perished at the front, son Michael was a military, Boris and Matvey worked in the cinema; she was in evacuation, lived in Leningrad (today St. Petersburg, Russia) after the war, died there

Basia Gomelskaya (nee Kantor) (1898-1947): lived in Novo-Belitsa, Gomel region (today Belarus), her husband perished during WWII, she was in evacuation, six children: five daughters and a son
