	There were 11 children in the family. Lea was the youngest. 9 of them left before WWII: one died in his teens, and another one whose name I don’t remember moved to England. He served in the Czechoslovakian Legion, after WWII came to Subcarpathia to visit his family, was arrested by the Soviet authorities and perished in the GULAG. 
I don’t remember the names of all of them. They were born in Bogdan village.

Laib Helman, before 1927 – 1980s, Beer Sheva (today Israel), lawyer, since 1946 lived in Israel, was mayor of Beer Sheva. Married, had two children. I don’t know whether he was religious.
