	I remember approximate dates of birth

Yukl, 1885 – 1940. Lived in Starokonstantionov, Khmelnitsk region, shoemaker, married, 3 sons;

Duvid, 1888 – 1941. Lived in Starokonstantionov, Khmelnitsk region, worked at leather shop, married, wife Nehoma.  His older son perished at the front at the beginning of the world, his younger son was at the front and returned from the war. Duvid and his wife perished in Starokonstantinov when Germans occupied it;

Shmil-Lobe, 1891 – 1974. Lived in Starokonstantionov, worked at a supply company. Married. After evacuation and got his former job at the leather storage facility. He had three children: two sons and a daughter.  After the WWII his younger son Mitia was an investigation officer in Drogobych, and his older son Fima was an engineer at the TV factory in Lvov. They are married. Shmil-Lobe’s daughter lives in Lvov. Shmil-Lobe died in 1974 and was buried at the Jewish cemetery in Starokonstantinov.
